THE JOHN N. AND IRENE E. BOWERS MEMORIAL
SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES
PURPOSE
The purpose of the John N. and Irene E. Bowers Memorial Scholarship is to recognize graduating high school seniors who have a sincere passion for the field of nursing and teaching/education and have the potential to become exceptional teachers and nurses. This scholarship has been established by the late John N. Bowers and Irene E. Bowers of New Braunfels, Texas. John N. Bowers was a member of the Sheldon High School graduating class of 1937.

An equal number of scholarships in nursing and teaching/education will be awarded annually to students enrolled as a full-time student in the Sheldon High School graduating class.

For Sheldon High School graduating seniors that make a timely application and meet the eligibility requirements, a minimum of two scholarships will be awarded annually to students who are entering the field of nursing and a minimum of two scholarships shall be awarded annually for students that are entering the field of teaching/education. Scholarship proceeds will be utilized for tuition, and paid directly to the registrar office of the college in which the student is enrolled and attending. The one time payment will be awarded after the student has verified via an original copy of transcripts that they have completed their first semester consisting of a minimum of 12 credit hours in which they have earned a G.P.A of 2.0 or higher. The minimum scholarship amount will be $3,000 for each scholarship recipient.

If there are less than two qualified applicants in either field for any given year, the minimum number and type of awards stated above is not applicable for that year.  
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

To be considered as a candidate for the John N. and Irene E. Bowers Memorial Scholarship, applicants must meet the following requirements:

· Must have achieved a 2.5 cumulative grade point average in high school.

· Must submit a letter of reference from a high school instructor or current employer, which should address the applicant's potential for success in their chosen health care field or teaching profession

· Must file a scholarship application with the Sheldon Community School District Superintendent's Office not later than April 1 of the year of their graduation.

SELECTION CRITERIA

All applicants are required to submit an application form along with a personal resume, letter of recommendation, and a written essay. Applications will be reviewed by a selection committee consisting of a member of the Sheldon Community School District Board of Education, the Sheldon Community School Educational Foundation and a High School Guidance Counselor.  The selection committee will report to the SCS Education Foundation, which will review and make a recommendation for the Sheldon Community School District board of Education to approve.  Final selection is not completed until the Board of Education takes action on the recommendation.
