Purpose

The purpose of the Charles Schneider Memorial Community Service Scholarship is to recognize a Sheldon High School graduating senior who has performed significant hours of community service in the past year, and is continuing their education in an accredited institution after graduating high school.  A scholarship of a minimum of $1,500 will be awarded to one graduating senior payable to the institution the recipient attends.

Eligibility Requirements

To be considered for the Charles Schneider Memorial Community Service Scholarship, applicants must:

· Achieved a 2.5 cumulative grade point average in high school

· Performed a minimum of 50 community service hours in the previous two years
· Demonstrate outstanding citizenship

· Complete an application by April 15 and return it to the guidance office

· Submit an essay in 500 words or less on the details of the community service work or project
· Submit a resume including academic, co-curricular, and any paid or volunteer work experience
