2. What you hope to accomplish by entering your chosen career.

3. What your educational experience has been like both in and out of school so far. (Include the activities you have been involved in, in the school and community, which have been valuable to you.)

4. Why you think you are deserving of this scholarship.  (Include why you feel you need the scholarship and also include any information that will help you sell yourself as a person deserving this award.
